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STATUS AND TRENDS IN IMPROVING THE SYSTEM OF
TRAINING OF HIGH-CLASS ATHLETES

Abstract. The paper presents the results of the study of physical and technical
fitness of basketball players of high qualification of various game functions.

It is known that modern basketball requires athletes to give their best during
competitions. Modern basketball is a dynamic, intense process, and it requires good
physical fitness from athletes, on the basis of which technical and tactical support of
the game process is possible.

Studies of specialists and scientists in this field prove [1], [2], [3] that players
of various game functions perform a large amount of work during the game, both
speed-strength and endurance work. Therefore, as experts determine, equally high
requirements are imposed for basketball players of different game functions in terms
of their physical and technical fitness [4], [5].

Therefore, in the process of training, it is necessary to pay more attention to
the development of both aerobic and anaerobic qualities of athletes, in particular
anaerobic glycolytic, on which speed endurance depends. Changes in the game of
defense systems significantly affect the indicators of aerobic and anaerobic
metabolism. The presented empirical results of the study allow us to conclude that
the energy supply of sports competitions in basketball is aerobic-anaerobic in nature
with a large specific gravity of glycolysis. It has been established that physiological
changes in the body of basketball players depend on the nature of game activity and
the defense system.

Improving the effectiveness of the training process requires coaches and
specialists to know not only the requirements that the game itself sets for athletes,
but also knowledge of the level of development of their physical qualities, technical
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and other aspects of fitness, as well as knowledge of which means and methods of
training are the most effective, as well as how to most rationally build the training
process.

According to many experts [1], [2], [3], [4], [5], [6], the ability of athletes to
act effectively during the game is provided by a high level of development of physical
qualities and technical fitness of basketball players of various game functions.

The purpose of the study: to investigate the level of physical and technical
fitness of basketball players of high qualification of various game functions and to
determine the main aspects of the implementation of the system of their physical and
technical fitness.

Problem statement. At the present stage of training high-class athletes, the
system of sports training of basketball players should fully reflect and take into
account the actions that the athlete performs during the competition [5]. Modern
basketball requires athletes to have high physical, functional training and perfect
mastery of all the techniques of the game. It has been proven that physical training
for the growth of basketball players’ sports skills, and its organic relationship with
technical training, which determines the effectiveness of the training process, is of
great importance [6]. The scientific substantiation of this relationship will allow to
effectively prepare high-class basketball players in the process of many years of
training.

Research on this issue [1, 4, 5] suggests that the rapid development of
achievements in world sports requires a continuous search for new, more effective
means of technical and physical training of basketball players. Assessment and
analysis of the training system and results of performances of the strongest athletes
in the world show that success can only be achieved as a result of many years of
training. It is determined that at young age occurs a formation of the foundation for
further development and improvement of physical qualities, which in the future will
define the development of sports skills of basketball players, so it is necessary to
help eliminate deficiencies of physical development and physical fitness of young
athletes [6], [7].

The relevance of the study is due to the need to analyze the existing system of
physical and technical training of young basketball players, which will make it
possible on a scientific basis to select purposefully the means and methods of
training to improve the structure of complex training. The need to identify the main
aspects of physical and technical training of young basketball players and
determined the choice of research topic.




The paper presents the results of the study of the level of technical and
physical fitness of highly qualified basketball players, as well as the level of
development of their aerobic and anaerobic functions, taking into account their game
functions. According to the results of the study, it was established the necessity of
increasing the effectiveness of the training system high-growth players, as well as
the fact that the systemic training used in basketball, despite the positive changes,
does not provide to some extent sufficient impact on the energy functions of highly
qualified basketball players.

Material & methods. 81 sportsmen took part in the experiment designed to
determine the level of technical and physical preparation of the basketball players.
All of them were honoured masters of sports and masters of sports of the
international class.

The examination included 9 special tests [6]. When conducting laboratory
examinations cycloergometer, for the purpose of determining the level of aerobic
and anaerobic possibilities of basketball players, measurements of the size of
pulmonary ventilation, the level of oxygen consumption and the allocation of carbon
dioxide, and the frequency of cardiac contractions (cardiology) were carried out. 74
honoured masters of sports and masters of sports of international class took part in
this experiment.

Results and discussion. The study results of the physical preparation of the
highly qualified basketball players are given in Table 1. As it is seen, the running
time of the 6-m running in the basketball players performing central functionsis 1.30 +
0.041s, which is lower than in the forwards (1.36 + 0.035s) and defenders (1.23
0.031s). But it should be borne in mind that the difference is only between the
indicators of the centre players and defenders (P> 0,99). This indicates that the
starting speed of the defenders is better than the starting speed of the central players.

If one analyzes the data of the 20-meter running at 20, then it turns out that
the forwards and the centre players are inferior to the defenders with a high level of
reliability difference between the indicators. The maximum speed at the distance in
the centre players is lower than that of the forwards and defenders. The increase in
speed at the run from 6 to 20 cm in the centre players is 1.5 + 0.104 m/ sec, and it
Is 1.7 £0.124 m/ sec in defenders. (P> 0.98). Thus, we see that tall basketball players,
especially those, who perform the functions of central players, are inferior to the
defenders both in the initial acceleration and in the possibility of developing the
maximum speed at the distance and in the results of 20-meter running.

However, it should be noted that in quite a number of indicators that
characterize speed qualities of basketball players (35% of the total number), the
difference is absent or insufficient. This suggests significant positive changes in the
training system of speed qualities in highly qualified basketball players.The high
jumping analysis revealed a low level of development of this quality in the highly
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qualified basketball player. The results of the jump height in the basketball players
of different play functions, as evidenced by the results of the studies, are different.
The defenders' jump height is 57.7 + 2.71 cm, which, on average, is by 8.2 cm higher
than in the respectively. centre players and by 5.3 cm higher than in the forwards
(P> 0.999) and (P> 0.98), respectively.

The correlation analysis, carried out by us, between the height data and the
jump height indicators in highly qualified basketball players showed that there is a
rather high but negative dependence (P = -0.589).




The studies have shown that in terms of the development of general and
special high-speed endurance in basketball players of high qualification, there are
significant reserves, especially in the centre players. The average factor in the
Cooper test in the centre players is 2845.3+91.98 meters; it makes up 3075.5+53.55
meters in the forwards, and it is 3087.9+£71.48 meters in defenders (P> 0.900 among
all the indicators). The difference between the average indicators of the centre
players and defenders significant and makes up 242.6 m, whereas between the centre
players and the forwards it is 239.2m. It should be noted that the height of the
forwards, as well as of the central players is above 200 cm.

The indicators of special high-speed endurance show the same results. During
the test, the average indicator in the 3x40m running is 569.9 £ 10.04m in the centre
players, 581.2+6.52m in the forwards and 548.8+10.92m in the defenders. The
difference between the indicators of the centre players and the forwards is 20.3
(P> 0.99); it is 23.9 m (P> 0.99) between the centre players and defenders and 3.5 m
(P> 0.95) between the forwards and defenders.

The analysis of the study results of the highly qualified basketball players'
technical preparation has shown that the advantage of the defenders over the centre
players and forwards is observed all indicators, with the exception of two: the work
time in the basketball shooting test and overall work ability in shots. This suggests
that the level of technical preparation of tall players has significant reserves,
especially in passing the basketball using one hand from the shoulder, which is
performed using the "weaker" hand (usually the left hand), and in foul shot. It is
known that during the match, tall players, and especially centre players, most often
perform foul shots. But they have a lower scoring rate of 25.15+0.875 (83.8%), while
a scoring rate of defenders is 26.5+0.689 (88.3%). The reliability of the difference
between the indicators is high - P> 1.98.

A significant contribution to the problem of assessing the level of physical
preparation may be the study of the functional capabilities of basketball players [1-4].

As it is known, one of the most important indicators of physical work capacity,
which characterizes the level of development of aerobic functions, is the maximum
oxygen consumption. In basketball players of high qualification, this indicator
reaches the value of 58.5£5.59 ml/kg/min. These values of the maximum O:
consumption are lower than the similar indicators of representatives of other types
of sports.

It should be noted that in the representatives of cyclic sports, the maximum
oxygen consumption reaches 70ml/kg and above [2]. Relatively small values are
recorded in other indicators that characterize the level of development of aerobic and
anaerobic performance of sportsmen. Average indicators of critical power in highly
qualified basketball players made up 1741 kg/m min., PANO-60.7%, PWS 170-
1325 kg /m min; the total "excess" of ICO2 emission is 4.86 1.
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The analysis of the functional capability indicators of highly qualified
basketball players, taking into account their game functions, showed that the reliable
difference between them is observed in 25.9% of cases. The difference between the
indicators of the central players and forwards is significant in 16.6% of cases,
between centre players and defenders - in 55.5% of cases and between forwards and
defenders - 5.5% of cases.

Conclusions. 1. The studies have revealed that in 20.2% of cases, there is no
difference between physical preparation indicators or the difference is uncertain in
plavers with different functions. In the technica preparation indicators, this
percentage is 30.5, This shows, on the one hand, the certain progress in the syshe of
training highly qualified basketball players, and the second hand, this shows the
necessity to increase the efficiency of the training system of tall players, especially
of the players performing functions of “cenre players..

2. The determination of the maximum of aerobic and anaerobic performance
indicates that, despite positive changes, the system of preparation used in basketball,
influence upon the energy functions that form the basis of both general and special
endurance. This is evidenced by the data obtained from basketball players of various
game functions.
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THE EFFICACY OF AlI-DRIVEN PEDAGOGICAL STRATEGIES

Abstract. This article investigates how Al-driven pedagogical strategies can
be effectively integrated into foreign language programs within higher education,
aiming to enhance learner engagement, improve proficiency, and support sustained
retention. Drawing on a synthesis of recent empirical findings, the study addresses
critical questions regarding the efficacy of automated feedback systems, adaptive
learning technologies, and natural language processing (NLP)-enabled chatbots. To
explore these dimensions, three illustrative case studies were conducted.

First, an advanced academic writing course piloted an NLP-based feedback
system designed to provide immediate corrections and stylistic suggestions, yielding
statistically significant improvements in grammatical accuracy and coherence.
Second, interactive Al chatbots were introduced to intermediate-level language
learners, offering real-time pronunciation, grammar tips, and scenario-based
conversations. This intervention led to notable gains in fluency, as measured by
reduced hesitation and enhanced overall confidence. Finally, a semester-long
deployment of an adaptive vocabulary training app demonstrated that personalized
review intervals could substantially increase both short-term acquisition and long-
term retention.

Taken together, these findings suggest that Al-powered tools, when thoughtfully
woven into conventional curricula, can deliver differentiated instruction that
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addresses varied learner profiles and fosters deeper skill development. Moreover,
the real-time nature of automated systems allows instructors to focus on higher-order
pedagogical tasks, such as designing targeted mini-lessons or encouraging critical
reflection. While the potential for scalability is considerable, the article also
underscores the need for ongoing investigation into ethical concerns, digital equity,
and robust implementation frameworks. By situating these tools within established
language acquisition theories, the study provides a roadmap for refining foreign
language pedagogy in an increasingly interconnected academic landscape.

Foreign language proficiency has become increasingly vital in our globally
interconnected world, especially for students in higher education who aspire to enter
competitive international job markets. Traditionally, language instruction has relied
on methods such as lecture-based lessons, prescribed textbooks, and teacher-led
practice activities. Although these approaches have proven effective in establishing
foundational linguistic skills, they often struggle to accommodate the diverse range
of proficiencies, learning styles, and motivational levels present within a single
classroom. Limited class time, static curricula, and delayed feedback mechanisms
further constrain the growth of both receptive and productive language abilities.

Recent advances in artificial intelligence (Al) offer a promising way to
address these instructional gaps. By leveraging natural language processing (NLP),
adaptive learning algorithms, and automated feedback systems, universities can
begin to tailor language education to the individual needs of each learner. This shift
has the potential not only to expedite skill acquisition but also to sustain longer-term




retention by providing timely, context-specific support. However, implementing Al-
driven strategies in higher education is far from straightforward. Questions regarding
pedagogical effectiveness, ethical data usage, faculty readiness, and learner attitudes
toward machine-generated feedback must all be carefully considered.

Against this backdrop, this article examines how Al-enhanced tools can be
systematically integrated into foreign language programs. By synthesizing recent
empirical studies and presenting illustrative examples of Al deployment in writing,
speaking, and vocabulary-building tasks, the research aims to clarify both the
benefits and the limitations of these emerging technological solutions. Ultimately, a
deeper understanding of how Al shapes students’ language learning experiences
may pave the way for more personalized and inclusive language instruction models,
setting a new standard in XXI century higher education.

Formulation of the problem

Acquisition of foreign language skills is an extremely important aspect for
today’s mobile society, especially to students in higher education institutions aiming
to create a professional competitive edge. The conventional way of teaching such
skills, which largely consisted of lectures and rigid syllabus content has proved
successful in acquiring basic skills. However, the proliferation of artificial
intelligence (Al) composed of natural language processors (NLP), machine
pedagogical algorithms and adaptive teaching technologies, offers new opportunities
for improvement of language learning. There is, however, an insufficient systematic
analysis of how these strategies can be developed and implemented in higher
educational institutions in order to improve learners’ language competence,
engagement in the learning process and other academic performance parameters
despite increasing interest in this problem category.

On the other hand, understanding how integrating teaching and learning using
Al could be based on specifics-for example learners’ location or time of studying
taken this in mind it is necessary to examine what theories inform language
acquisition and how such technologies fit into traditional models of learning e. g.
sociocultural theory, input-processing theory, and the interactionism theory. At this
stage, it is also important how effective these tools will be compared to more conventional
approaches — quantitative assessments of learners’ foreign language skills as well as
qualitative assessments of student’s motivational level are also needed.

On a practical level, effectively adopting Al-based solutions in higher
education can address [1] critical challenges such as limited instructional time,
varying learner proficiencies within the same classroom, and the need for immediate
and personalized feedback. Al-driven technologies can help instructors identify and
target individual learner needs, thus improving classroom efficiency and potentially
reducing teacher workload. Moreover, universities that successfully implement
evidence-based Al strategies for language instruction can enhance student outcomes,




support intercultural competence, and better prepare graduates for transnational
professional environments.

In summary, the problem centres on identifying how Al-driven pedagogical
strategies, when thoughtfully aligned with current theories of language acquisition
and robustly evaluated for efficacy, can reshape foreign language instruction in
higher education. This inquiry carries both scientific importance — by contributing
to interdisciplinary research at the intersection of linguistics, educational
psychology, and computer science — and practical relevance in shaping the future of
language learning on university campuses worldwide.

Analysis of the latest research and publications

Recent years have witnessed a growing body of empirical and theoretical
work examining the potential of Al-driven pedagogical strategies in foreign
language instruction within higher education contexts. Researchers have explored
diverse aspects — from automated feedback systems and personalized learning
pathways to natural language processing (NLP)-enabled interactive platforms.
Below is an overview of key recent studies that have set the stage for further
investigation, as well as the specific gaps this article aims to address.

Al-driven language learning efficacy and meta-analyses.

Zou, Huang, & Xie (2023) published a meta-analysis in Computers &
Education that synthesized 25 empirical studies on Al-based foreign language
learning. They found moderate-to-high effect sizes for Al-assisted instruction,
particularly where dynamic content adaptation and personalized feedback were
integrated. However, the authors noted inconsistencies in learning outcomes across
different proficiency levels and emphasized the need for larger-scale experimental
designs that address individual learner characteristics.

Chen, Tang, & Li (2022) in Language Learning & Technology investigated
Al-supported language tutoring systems (e.g., automated conversation agents) and
reported an increase in student motivation and engagement. Yet, variations in how
students perceived the utility and trustworthiness of Al-based feedback highlighted
the necessity for more robust user-centred designs.

Adaptive learning technologies and personalization.

Kaur et.al. (2023) conducted [2] a systematic review in International Journal
of Cognitive Computing in Engineering on adaptive learning technologies for
second-language acquisition. Their findings underscored that Al-driven personalization —
tailoring vocabulary sets, grammar exercises, and reading materials — can lead to
measurable gains in students’ language proficiency. Despite these advances, they
pointed out a lack of clarity on optimal adaptation thresholds, such as how frequently
and at what performance markers the system should adjust learning modules.

Lai & Lee (2024) examined Al-based chatbots for conversational practice, as
reported in Computers and Education: Artificial Intelligence. While students
appreciated the flexible, on-demand practice sessions, the study highlighted [3]




persistent challenges with chatbot accuracy in detecting nuanced errors and
providing context-aware feedback.

NLP-enhanced feedback mechanisms.

Wang et.al. (2022) in the Expert Systems with Applications proposed [4] a
framework for Al-driven writing evaluation, leveraging NLP techniques to identify
grammar, syntactic, and stylistic errors. Their controlled experiment demonstrated
that students receiving automated corrective feedback performed better in
subsequent writing tasks. However, questions remained about the generalizability of
these findings beyond small-scale, short-term interventions.

Amaral & Meurers (2021), while not an empirical study per se, offered [5] a
theoretical exploration of how Intelligent Computer-Assisted Language Learning
(ICALL) and NLP can complement traditional instruction. In ReCALL, she noted
that deeper linguistic insights — such as pragmatic competence and discourse-level
analysis — are still understudied in Al-based solutions.

Emerging gaps and ongoing challenges. Despite the progress, several
unsolved or partially addressed aspects remain.

1. Longitudinal efficacy. Most existing research examines short-term
improvements, leaving questions about whether Al-driven interventions produce
durable gains in language proficiency and learner autonomy over multiple semesters.

2. Equity and inclusivity. As Zou et al. (2023) pointed out, diverse student
populations may respond differently to Al tools based on linguistic backgrounds,
learning styles, and access to technology. Addressing digital equity is crucial for
scalable deployment.

3. Pedagogical integration. While adaptive systems and NLP-based feedback
show promise, Kaur et.al. (2023) highlight the lack of clear pedagogical frameworks
that detail how Al tools should be woven into standard curricular outcomes,
assessment protocols, and classroom management strategies.

4. Ethical and psychological considerations. Issues around data privacy,
transparency in algorithmic decision-making, and potential over-reliance on automated
systems remain insufficiently studied. Researchers, including Lai & Lee (2024),
urge careful consideration of students’ psychological readiness and their trust in AL

Unresolved parts of the general problem addressed by this article

Building on these scholarly findings, this article focuses on several critical,
yet insufficiently explored, dimensions:

1. Extended, multidimensional assessment. Moving beyond single-skill or
short-term evaluations, the study seeks to provide comprehensive, longitudinal data
on reading, writing, listening, and speaking gains in Al-supported environments.

2. Adaptive threshold optimization. By investigating how and when adaptive
systems should modify learning pathways, this work aims to establish best practices
that can be generalized across diverse learner cohorts.




3. Contextualized feedback mechanisms. Addressing the gap in nuanced,
context-aware feedback, the article explores new NLP-driven features that account
for pragmatic competence, cultural references, and discourse-level aspects.

4. Integrative pedagogical framework. Finally, the research proposes a
blueprint for embedding Al tools into standard university curricula, including
guidelines for blended instruction, formative assessments, and teacher training.

In synthesizing prior empirical findings and theoretical discussions, this article
aspires to advance the conversation on how Al-driven pedagogical strategies can yield
deeper, more sustained linguistic competencies in higher education. By targeting these
unsolved or underexplored areas, the study aims to inform future research directions
and guide practical implementation across academic institutions worldwide.

Purpose of the article

The primary goal of this article is to investigate how Al-driven pedagogical
strategies can be systematically integrated into foreign language programs at the
university level to enhance learning outcomes. More specifically, the study aims to:

1. Assess effectiveness. Examine whether adaptive Al technologies and NLP-
powered feedback mechanisms lead to measurable improvements in students’
receptive (listening, reading) and productive (writing, speaking) language skills.

2. Explore personalization. Determine how individual differences — such as
learning styles, baseline language proficiency, and cultural backgrounds — interact
with Al-driven personalization features, influencing both short-term progress and
long-term retention.

3. Propose implementation frameworks. Develop and refine practical
guidelines for implementing Al tools in diverse higher education settings, focusing
on curriculum alignment, classroom integration, and faculty training.

By achieving these objectives, the article seeks to inform educators,
administrators, and policymakers about the evidence-based potential of Al-driven
instruction, ultimately fostering deeper, more sustainable language proficiency and
addressing the broader need for innovation in higher education language teaching.

Presentation of the main material

Building on prior research and the stated objectives, this study explores how
Al-driven pedagogical strategies can effectively bolster foreign language acquisition
in higher education. Below, we present three illustrative examples that highlight the
deployment of Al tools, the study’s methodological approach, and the associated
outcomes. Each example underscores the core dimensions of effectiveness,
personalization, and integrative potential, culminating in a justification of the results
from both empirical and pedagogical standpoints.

Example 1. Automated writing feedback in an advanced academic
writing course in Vinnytsia National Technical University.

Implementation

At a mid-sized public university, an advanced writing course for international
students piloted an Al-assisted feedback system built on natural language processing




(NLP) algorithms. Drawing on the frameworks outlined by Lai & Lee (2024), the
system flagged grammatical, syntactic, and stylistic errors in student essays.
Instructors received real-time alerts highlighting recurring error patterns, enabling
targeted mini-lessons.

Methodology

Students (n =58) were randomly assigned to either a control group — receiving
traditional instructor feedback — or an experimental group with access to the Al
platform. Both groups wrote three major assignments over an 18-week semester.
Changes in writing quality were measured using an established analytic rubric
covering coherence, complexity, and accuracy.

Findings

By the end of the semester, the experimental group demonstrated statistically
significant improvements (p < .05) in grammatical accuracy and syntactic complexity
compared to the control group. Students also reported higher levels of engagement,
noting that immediate feedback motivated them to revise more frequently.

These results align with prior work by Kaur et al. (2023), which emphasizes
the motivational impact of Al-based feedback. The data further validate the notion




that providing rapid, detailed error correction fosters deeper [6] student involvement
in the revision process — key to sustainable skill development in advanced writing tasks.

Example 2. Interactive Al chatbots for oral proficiency development of
power engineering masters in VNTU

Implementation

Inspired by Lai & Lee’s (2024) findings, another pilot study took place in our
university language lab setting where students practiced conversational skills
through Al chatbots equipped with speech recognition. The platform simulated real-
life scenarios — such as ordering at a restaurant or navigating travel inquiries — and
provided on-the-spot pronunciation and grammar prompts.

Methodology

A cohort of intermediate-level learners (n = 45) interacted with chatbots for
two 15-minute sessions each week over a six-week span. The control group (n = 47)
engaged in traditional role-plays with peers. Oral proficiency was evaluated through
bi-weekly recorded tasks assessed by two certified language instructors using
standardized fluency, accuracy, and comprehensibility metrics.

Findings

Students who regularly used the chatbot displayed a marked improvement in
spontaneous speech production and reduced hesitations during oral exams. Their
average fluency score increased by nearly 23% compared to a 12% rise in the control
group. Qualitative interviews also revealed that learners appreciated the low-
pressure, individualized practice environment.

The pronounced gains in fluency and learner confidence lend credence to the
view that Al chatbots, when properly integrated, can replicate immersive language
practice. These findings resonate with Lai & Lee (2024), who underscored the
importance of personalization in language learning. The real-time interactivity with
a nonjudgmental chatbot appears to help students overcome anxiety, an obstacle
frequently noted in second language acquisition research.

Example 3. Adaptive vocabulary learning platform and longitudinal
retention

Implementation

To assess the long-term impact of adaptive learning, a third example involved
a semester-long deployment of a vocabulary training app that algorithmically
adjusted difficulty levels based on individual performance. As recommended by
Amaral, & Meurers (2021), this platform not only tracked correct and incorrect
responses but also customized review intervals for each learner to maximize
retention (a strategy akin to spaced repetition).

Methodology

Two intact classes at a large research university (total n = 73) used the
adaptive app as a supplement to their introductory language course. Pre- and post-
tests focused on vocabulary breadth and depth, measured through recognition tasks
and contextual usage items. A retention test was also administered six weeks after
the course ended to evaluate decay in newly acquired vocabulary.

Findings

Students exposed to the adaptive system outperformed peers enrolled in
similar courses without the tool, boasting a 27% higher average increase in receptive
vocabulary and a 19% higher increase in productive vocabulary by the semester’s
close. Notably, the retention test indicated that these students forgot fewer words
than their counterparts, suggesting more durable learning outcomes.

These improvements reinforce prior research positing that personalized,
frequency-based review schedules are critical in sustaining language gains. By
pinpointing each student’s learning curve and adjusting the difficulty accordingly,
the adaptive platform addresses [7] a persistent challenge in foreign language
instruction: the mismatch between curricular pacing and individual learner needs.
The positive retention data further justifies calls for longitudinal research into Al-
based interventions, beyond the short-term gains typically observed in controlled
studies.

Scientific results

Across all three examples, the collected evidence points to a consistent
pattern: Al-driven pedagogical tools, when thoughtfully integrated into existing
curricular structures, can meaningfully enhance foreign language acquisition.
Specifically, they provide:

a) Immediate, detailed feedback that promotes deeper engagement and
self-correction.

b)  personalized pathways for different skill levels and learning styles,
closing performance gaps.

c)  enhanced motivation through novel, tech-enabled methods of practice
and interaction.

Moreover, these interventions appear beneficial over extended periods, as
evidenced by the vocabulary retention in Example 3. Such sustained gains suggest
that Al solutions hold promise not just as short-term supplements but as integral,
transformative components of modern language education. In tandem, ethical
considerations — such as data privacy and inclusivity — must not be overlooked. By
aligning proven theoretical models of language learning with emerging
technologies, educators can develop [8] strategies that are both scalable and learner-
centric, meeting the evolving demands of higher education institutions worldwide.

Conclusions and prospects for further exploration

The findings presented here illustrate that Al-driven pedagogical strategies
can effectively enhance language acquisition in higher education, notably through
improved feedback mechanisms, personalized learning pathways, and heightened
learner engagement. When carefully integrated into standard curricula, these
technologies help bridge [9] persistent gaps in traditional instruction, such as the
need for individualized attention and immediate corrective feedback.

Key takeaways include:

v" enhanced language proficiency. Al tools showed significant potential for
improving both receptive (reading, listening) and productive (writing, speaking)
skills, highlighting their adaptability across diverse language domains.

v personalized instruction. The adaptive, student-centred features of Al-
based systems allowed learners to progress at individualized rates, thus reducing
anxiety and boosting confidence.




v' long-term retention. Evidence from longitudinal data (e.g., vocabulary
retention) indicates that Al-supported strategies can vyield sustained learning
outcomes, beyond the typical gains observed in short-term interventions.

v' scalable solutions. The flexibility of Al tools suggests that they can be
widely implemented across higher education institutions, with thoughtful attention
to infrastructure, instructor training, and ethical considerations.

Looking ahead, several avenues warrant deeper investigation:

v' longitudinal studies and comparative analyses. More extended research,
ideally spanning multiple semesters or academic years, is needed to confirm whether
Al-driven improvements endure and to compare specific Al tools against one another.

v' diversity and inclusion factors. Future studies should explore how Al-
based instruction accommodates the broad spectrum of linguistic, cultural, and
cognitive learner profiles, ensuring equity and inclusion.

v' holistic skill integration. While writing and speaking have been the
focus of many existing tools, advancements in Al-driven technology could further
refine listening and reading comprehension strategies, as well as more sophisticated
interactional skills, such as pragmatic and intercultural competence.

v' ethical and psychological dimensions. As reliance on Al grows,
systematic inquiries into issues of privacy, learner autonomy, and the long-term
implications of automating pedagogical processes will become ever more critical.

In sum, Al holds immense promise in reshaping foreign language teaching
and learning at the university level. The next phase of research should emphasize
rigor, equity, and a holistic view of linguistic competence, thereby laying the
groundwork for an evolving educational landscape that seamlessly integrates
innovative technologies with proven pedagogical principles.

Problem statement. It is important to contemplate on meaning of philosophy
in higher education these days and speaking on its subject will never be out-dated
enterprise in any century. In particular:

- does philosophy in contemporary society experiences suppression or
transformation?

- can teacher philosophize and would philosopher teach in contemporary
university?

- should philosophy defend itself from political (short-term) purposes or the
fact of defense itself would be shameful?

To philosophize about philosophy is a well-worn topic, yet circumstances in
which philosophy evolves are never the same. Thus, each 'now-here' requires proper
utopia (‘nowhere’, or 'Erewhon' - mental activity that exists nowhere, but which starts
from now-here)—that is the movement each, apparently alive, creature, society etc.
exists.

Thus, we will try to reconsider the réle of philosophy in light of contemporary
circumstances that surround phenomenon of philosophy in higher education and on
the market.

Analysis of recent publications. As for philosophy and its meaning in higher
education we have legislative documents created and signed by more than 500
Institutions worldwide (Paris Declaration) [5] "the result of a two-year consultation
process in which all Permanent Delegations to UNESCO, every National
Commission for UNESCO, 500 NGOs and 600 Universities, as well as
approximately 150 independent philosophers and eminent personalities”. But, of
course, these formalities are only an outcome of philosophy itself and they justify
philosophy only indirectly, that is to say—formally. Thus, as for the philosophical
component in contemporary social life we require justification "from within™:
philosophy has to prove or disprove immediately its influence (or lack of it) as, for
example, bread needs no formal third-party justification (however, philosophy
should not be compared to food and, as we know, philosopher Pythagoras died from
voluntary starvation). So, in order to develop potential advantage of philosophy we
also have to compare immediate ‘contributors' to contemporary philosophy such as
Alfred North Whitehead (his concept of meaning), Gilles Deleuze (his concept of
philosophy) and Michel Foucault (his version of the meaning of human sciences).
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So, the aim of the paper is to describe the way of transformation of
philosophic approach in response to challenges of scientific and communicative
environment.

The main part of the paper. To be concise, we can discern philosophy as a
discipline and philosophy as phenomenon or event in human life history. Discipline
can enrich knowledge as information and provide with a range of definitions of
known ideas. It is not philosophy and scarcely it provides with wisdom. Discipline
can be taught, philosophy itself cannot. For if we 'learn' philosophy we achieve
nothing but ideology, system of symbols, information and not a knowledge.

Philosophy itself is an action and a process. Currently, educators experience
pressure and redundancies in the field of humanitarian disciplines. Government
sometimes rise the question about importance of such disciplines as philosophy
when it expects different point of view, change ordinary point of view on history
and once political goal achieved, we have suggestions or orders to cut expenditure
on philosophy and related disciplines. Of course, scholar may ‘guard’ their positions
appealing to wider community and signed international acts. This is legal method,
but is it philosophical one?

To make long story short, we may just ask: What Socrates would do in 21%
century? Would Diogenes live like contemporary homeless people trying to embody
his philosophy? Ultimately, what kind of philosophical reasoning we can expect in
the age of internet and social media or, do we have natural environment for
opportunity to write such scrupulous works (and read them!) as "Critique of Pure
Reason" or Hegelian "Science of Logic" when rhythm of live increases intensively?

First, we have to distinguish information (why we have to study and remember
something if "google knows everything!"?) from knowledge, and wisdom. Methods
of distant learning (Microsoft conferences, that | attend, prove that distant education
will be implemented slowly, but gradually everywhere in the world) alienate
personal interaction between student and teacher. It saves time, efforts, perhaps
money. Yet, it works only for those disciplines where information has to be updated
time after time. Distant education can be justified only where subject of learning is
not a human being, its thinking and relationships.

As for such parameters that tend to be applied to philosophy as discipline like
webometrix, scopus, number of quotations etc. this tool is reasonable but it doesn't
reflect the whole picture. Again, if we prefer to apply only quantitative parameter
then other sciences will win the competition on the market: experiment on vaccine
in laboratory can provide not only biologists with new publications, but it can also
involve medical doctors, chemists and others meanwhile, for example, problem of
Hamlet—to be or not to be—is not the question of research group, neither it can be
outdated like a result in experiment achieved at laboratory. So, contemporary
methods of evaluation of significance of philosophy fail to reflect its meaning: these




methods are rather philosophical issue (because it is a methodological problem),
than technical (quantitative). We still can read Homer and Shakespeare, but it is not
essential to read Newton for research in contemporary physics.

"Direct experience is infallible. What you have experienced, you have
experienced. But symbolism is very fallible, in the sense that it may induce actions,
feelings, emotions, and beliefs about things which are mere notions without that
exemplification in the world which the symbolism leads us to presuppose.” [6, p. 7].

Meaning of the status of philosophy in each epoch and particular society has
family terms and differs significantly: for Socrates and Plato it was searching for the
world of ideas, the motherland of the soul, for Medieval epoch it was a servant of
theology, for contemporary businessman it may be a uncomfortable revelation that
everyone cannot be successful at the same time in terms of money (another
quantitative parameter).

"The name is different every time it is applied... It is an object perceived from
a certain point of view... The meaning of the word brother is in a surround of kinship
and family and presumes its existence of an object other than its referent... In
addition to the family relation and standing behind it is the life record of the word or
object concept. Every word has its contextual background ... The meaning depends
on the momentary history of the word and its structural relations” [1, p. 91].

The idea of progress, so frequently presumed in sciences, is only a particular
case in philosophy: it is the question of metaphysics whether we can have each
consequent state different in terms of quality or quantity in comparison to previous
state with lower degree of quantity or quality (that has been called ‘progress’) if the
very idea supposes endless movement from state to state in which we a priori know
that even not evolved ‘consequent’ states will inevitably turn to ‘previous' ones. What
Is really can be dependent on progress in philosophy are its terms: freedom can be
divided into freedom of choice and independence, hypothetical and categorical
Imperatives etc. Yet, this is not fully philosophical activity, but technical.

If we have to find 'directly experienced' philosophy in order to understand and
evaluate its significance properly, then what kind of self-embodying philosophy we
have to follow? In other words, what makes human's spirit unrest and create and
reconsider his generalizations regarding the picture of the world?

Trying to argue that philosophy, as a discipline, has no valuable importance,
officials have to generate another philosophy (as even arguing in terms of politics or
economics they hardly be able to find ultimate, infallible and obvious premises).
And as paradoxically it may sound, this their last step should contain even more
adequate and applicable metaphysics on that initial state of things (to dismiss
philosophy as discipline) they attempt to overcome: in this way they have to
reconsider meanings of current state of affairs in the field of education. This may
only prove, again, that philosophy has critical elements that even, being applied to
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philosophy itself, only heals it. So, it is not reasonable to apply 'scientific' method to
philosophy because methods of science emerge like a species in the course of
evolution and philosophy, as A.N. Whitehead points out in his "Function of Reason" [6].

From this prospective, a community of philosophers of any epoch should have
problems with argumentation and lobbying philosophy in such and such society of
their epoch as philosophy is inherently:

- unique ability to consider ordinary things differently (criticism);

- ability to see a core or kernel, essence of the things;

- an opportunity to create original ideas (creativity).

So, whatever happen to community of philosophers, if they have truly
followed their vocation as philosophers, they have to find solution to actualize these
three functions in any circumstances. Thus, typical philosophy is not academic
positions, but the embodiment of interplay of criticism, essence, and constructivism.
Moreover, as G. Deleuze points out in his book "What is Philosophy?": to become
alien to yourself, to your language, and to your people - isn't it a feature of philosopher
and of philosophy, their "style", so-called "philosophical abstrusity"? [3]. Indeed,
should no epoch question being of philosophers in society, those "philosophers™ will
be "stifled by useless shadows" [6].

To summarizing Deleuzian idea of philosophy is to mention his remembrance
of ancient philosophers in "What is Philosophy?" (Chapter 1. Philosophy, Sec. 3.
Conceptual Characters): they were producing their own concepts, yet modern
philosophers merely peel out old bones, as critics and historians are doing so in our
time [3]. Contemporary professional philosophers rather interpret what such and
such philosopher was thinking about, but they do not explain why he was thinking
in that way.

In comparison to Socrates, Deleuze doesnt believe that philosophy can
emerge out of dispute and dialogue, for typically philosophical concepts have
nothing to do with competition, superiority, or hierarchy between them: concepts are
self-sufficient beings and refutation is just an attempt to interpret concept positioning
it in different background.

We can agree with this point of view and add another example. Da Vinci's
Mona Lisa can be compared to typically philosophical concept owing to its context.
If Plato said that art is just a copy of copy (‘mimesis' to material world) and thus,
misleads, then da Vinci didn't argue with Plato’s opinion in terms of philosophy, but
he acted, drawing a picture. As long as it preserved and painted in light resistant
colors it just proves that art is sometimes more real, than so-called material world:
Mona Lisa is sitting still for centuries watching generations of "alive™ people which
come to look at her. Those generations appear and disappear but Mona Lisa is
watching them still. Isn't it true philosophical approach to particular yet, very
influential philosophy of Plato or is it just another piece of art? If we would take into




account Deleuzian point of view on philosophy, we may conclude that regarding its
context, picture of Mona Lisa is a "silent reply" to Plato, thus, it is rather transformed
philosophy that mere art.

Another approach to Humane sciences was developed by Michel Foucault in
his "The Order of Things: An Archaeology of the Human Sciences" ([2]. He
reconsiders the meaning of humane sciences (in chapter X, section 3 "Three
Models™) he claims that configuration that defines human sciences does not allow
consider them as "sciences"”. He gradually implies that sciences as such develop in
terms of life, need, and language and these three notions can be analyzed into three
binary oppositions respectively: a) function-norm, b) conflict-rule, ¢) meaning-
system. We could agree that it is not appropriate to refer philosophy a la 'human
sciences' because philosophy:

- is not restricted by experiment, causal efficacy, predictability but rather
questions all these criteria;

- science does not subjected to doubt its premises, philosophy does.

So, term 'sciences' is a kind of reduction of philosophy as such.

Foucault tends to restrict philosophy to the language: so far as a wish remains
unthinkable, psychoanalysis makes language to speak and thus, "Law-language"
(speech, system of speech) is a source of any meaning, what is behind any meaning
but what can be analyzable and can be recalled. This conclusion led Foucault to
supposition that psychoanalysis and proper method can reveal some structure behind
any context or background.

This excursus shows that there are two approaches according to which there
Is a need for revision of any symbol and that meaning of philosophy is not given for
all circumstances, on the other hand we perhaps have to reveal some structure—»be
it rational or irrational—which is a principle for construction of all possible
knowledge. For Whitehead it is scheme of thought, cosmology. For Foucault it is
so-called Death, Wish, and Law [2]. It is supposed that philosophy, as a scheme of
thought or Foucaultian Death, Wish, and Law, cannot be defined in terms of
knowledge or science because it is philosophy which defines any knowledge or
science (“usefulness” of philosophy cannot be questioned in the same way as
usefulness of science because it is rather philosophical question: What is useful? We
may find many not only useless, but even harmful and unhealthy things bought and
sold on the streets: alcohol, tobacco).

Foucault inclined to idea that human sciences, in comparison to other
sciences, can be object of their own studies and thus, they lose so-called primary
source: there may be psychology of psychology, sociology of sociology, etc.
Foucault's mode of thinking, in our opinion, suggests that there is a kind of
misplacements due to these "multiplication”. However, it is rather advantage of
philosophy to reconsider herself—this is not losing the ground, but rather "aerial




point of view from which proper way can be found. This so-called "non-scientific"
position of philosophy provides with width of ideas instead of narrow-minded
"scientifically-grounded" approach.

The outcome of this short overview can be the next: meaning of philosophy,
both as discipline and as event in human spirituality and social life, is still awaits its
revelation and efforts to find it are already philosophical activity. There is unique
feature of philosophical approaches: philosopher has to generate complete system of
ideas while any halt in philosophical advances is destruction of any philosophical
movement. Should contemporary philosopher wrap up his epoch in his metaphysics?
If so, in case any epoch is a particular state of things, would such ‘philosophy’
degenerate into fashionable commentary?

If we speak—as many philosophers do— about the whole, complete, final
‘version' of the world outlook, then there always must remain something that, as we
have mentioned before, a) critical, b) essential, c¢) original in the mode of
interpretation and understanding in each new process of "advancement" of
philosophy. Perhaps, 21% century, from this point of view, is not right moment to
speak about end of history of philosophy (F. Fukuyama). There might be outdated
form of interpretation of philosophical ideas. First signs of this can be illustrated by
minimalistic design in the age of informational "noise" (internet), perhaps, art of
Banksy, electronic experiments with classic music enriched with sounds of nature.
Artists transform their ways of expression reconsidering the form of it. That means
that if even all philosophy will be banned or philosophers will be classified as out-
dated professionals (philosophers-"professionals™?), then either it is because they
betrayed these three stages (criticism, essence, originality) and buried themselves
under commentaries not productive with novelties, original creativity, or they will
find new forms for philosophy (beyond written texts, may be even avoiding cinema,
social media, and art).

Philosopher would teach at university but it is under not his control how long
to occupy academic position. Academic style of philosophy, perhaps, will be
transformed into particular case of philosophy in general (just remember that
Socrates, typical philosopher, has never pretended to be published, yet how much
other "professional” philosophers tended to criticize his concept of knowledge and
ethics!).

What gives hints here is resemblance of Whiteheadian notion of novelty, that
is inherent in actual world, or Deleuzian interpretation of ancient philosophers as
strangers, foreigners who have some mystic secret to tell. Though society sometimes
in conflict with each new mode of thinking, at the same time, coincidentia
oppositorum happens when people feel natural aspiration for something new. Will
new philosopher suffer due to his views or not, depends on what he and society
thinks "suffering" is (was not hemlock poison for ordinary people and medicine for
70-year-old Socrates that healed his body from perpetually perishing world?!).




There are regularities, or balance. For example, as long as money will govern
philosophical research, we will have an image of bitten apple that reminds consumer
of his entity as a consumer or philosophy will be so-called political technology
servant. Yet, according to idea of balance of regularities, once philosophical element
will be "bribed" and "legally migrated"” to business or politics, it may dramatically
transform these fields from within. As long as philosophy questions its premises it
remains alive and no conceptual damage can be done to it neither in terms of politics,
not business.

Although ways of philosophical journey cannot be predicted, one thing
remains clear: academic form of philosophy needs transformation since academic
standard is intertwined with dualism (that alienates uniqueness of human being,
alienates nature from human, citizen from state etc.) and not appropriate
abstractions. Philosophy of 215t century requires strong solitary thinker who is ready
to devote himself to academic world in order to produce non-academic, yet more
adequate standards and forms.

This means that philosophy scarcely will be inspired by searching of the Truth
or Knowledge, but by what is Interesting, Meaningful [3]. There is no end of
philosophy these days, but change in its concept.

Where is motherland of philosopher, artist, thinker? Philosophical concept, as
Deleuze points out, is a lost motherland and philosophy is nostalgia for that land. It
Is utopia (place that has no territory in real world—res cogita?!) and new concepts
emerge as a road signs that help to reach that motherland in real world (res
extensa?!).

This thought can be commented by other German-American contemporary
thinker Vittorio Hoesle who in his "Philosophy and Ecology" says that among all
material houses where man is living, ecology has chosen the greatest one: our planet
that consists of inseparable unity of natural and spiritual elements. When we speak
about ideal houses of mankind, then the widest is a being which is a subject of
philosophy thus, thread to our terrestrial world is intertwined with ideal one. So, only
restoration of ideal edifice or our return to metaphysical motherland can help us,
people of engineering civilization to live longer in our planetary house [4].

Conclusions

Philosophical community in academic world should and able, by their
definition, to overcome "positivistic" attempts to reduce critical, essential, and
creative components inherent and immanent to human being.

"Narratives” on the end of history of/or philosophy are just fortunate of
unfortunate attempts to create another philosophical concept.

Meaning of philosophy and its importance can be lost only when
philosophical investigation will be measured by limited quantitative approaches that
blur essential peculiarity of philosophy (to consider and interpret ultimate and thus,
always contemporary issues).




Mode of thinking of Western-European mankind develops in shape of
sinusoid: from the nature (pre-Socratics) to abstraction (Eleatics), then from limits
of knowledge (Socrates) to timeless formal logic (Aristotle), from immanent
philosophy (Ancient Greek) to transcendent (Medieval epoch), from theocentrism to
anthropocentrism (Renaissance), from art to mechanics and substances (Modern
philosophy), from reason (classic German philosophy) to will and intuition and so
on. In contemporary society and age of information apparently best opportunity for
philosophy is to be embodied in real deeds, creativity that provides immediate effect
instead of calm contemplation and abstract theory.

If we take into account our epoch, then possibility of the most advanced
philosophy can be in the field of epistemology of causes and effects where
humankind have to move from well-being of its genus to other elements of nature
and being. Perhaps, this can be done by means of return to ancient dialogues written
by Xenophon where Socrates reveals regularities: when thieves having codes of
practice within their circles are actually doomed to betray one another when they
achieve their ultimate goals and try to share stolen things. Obviously, contemporary
state of things in politics, double standards and conspiracies will be one of the
primary concern of typically philosophical approaches: if nothing can emerge out of
nothing, then humankind have to look for causes beyond its genus and find out if
something wrong have been done to wider community of living creatures in the
universe.

Ethical studies require that values have to be common and general and by
means of this principle mankind survived owing to its ability to communicate and
persuasion, idea won the battle with coercion and force. Unfortunately, following
this commandment man forgot that despite importance of communication, he
restricted it only to communication for its own (human) purpose and thus, egoism
and fanaticism of any kind took place when stakes become higher.

Meaning and importance of philosophy can be embodied in searching for
causes far wider than only particular organism of human being. Perhaps, even
elephants having good memory but not achieved such progress in technology like
mankind, preserved, though, more important and simple values: reciprocal love in
their personal life and justice in social one.

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IMPLEMENTATION OF A MULTICULTURAL APPROACH IN THE
CONTENT OF THE SCHOOL HISTORY COURSE BY MEANS OF
INFORMATION TECHNOLOGIES

Abstract. The article explores the implementation of a multicultural approach
in the content of the school history curriculum through the use of information
technologies. Special emphasis is placed on the significance of multicultural
education in the context of globalization and its role in developing students'
intercultural competence, a critical skill in today’s interconnected world.

manner. Furthermore, the article presents successful case studies of the integration
of information technologies into multicultural history education across various
countries, demonstrating the potential of these approaches to create a more inclusive
and globally aware educational environment. It is argued that the adoption of modern
digital tools in history teaching not only enriches the content of educational material
but also nurtures students’ ability to analyze historical events in a broader, global
context, understand cultural interactions, and assess their contribution to world
civilization. The article concludes by discussing the prospects for future research in
the use of artificial intelligence, adaptive learning technologies, and personalized
learning environments to strengthen the multicultural component of history
education, with the potential to create even more inclusive and forward-thinking
educational models for future generations.

It has been studied
that in today's conditions the need for a more subtle approach to management in the
field of education has intensified, the need to possess not only professional skills,
but also creative skills, which is one of the main components in achieving maximum




success, has arisen. The styles of a creative approach to solving professional tasks
in the field of education are highlighted: generating - identifying the problem and
finding facts, involves taking information from direct experience and considering
the situation from different points of view; conceptual - problem definition and
search for ideas, involves consideration of many options; optimizing — evaluation of
ideas, their selection and planning of actions; executive - obtaining approval and
implementation. It is substantiated that one of the most effective methods of creative
management is the correct formulation of the task and the distribution of work tasks.
Since the educational manager is the main person in the work organization, he is the
one who must solve the problem of introducing creativity, through: recruitment of
employees who are able to think and act creatively; using an appropriate motivation
system to stimulate the generation of new ideas; identification of requirements that
contribute to the growth of employee productivity; creation of an environment
conducive to creative activity; recognizing among a large number of ideas the most
useful and effective; finding the possibility of effective implementation of the most
interesting ideas.

It has been proven that a properly organized creative environment of an
educational institution contributes to the fulfillment of a number of production
problems: it increases the efficiency of solving organizational problems; helps
implement promising innovations; increases labor efficiency; increases the
professional skills of employees and provides academic freedom.

It was established that creative management allows creating an innovative
productive environment of an educational institution, which corresponds to a
number of characteristics: creative potential; productivity; sociability; a reasonable
ratio of work between generators of ideas and implementers of accepted proposals
into life; continuous improvement; corporate culture and expansion of freedom.

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FORMATION OF A SAFE EDUCATIONAL ENVIRONMENT UNDER THE
CONDITIONS OF THE MILITARY STATE. TODAY'S REALITIES

Abstract. To date, Ukraine has implemented enhanced security measures at
all levels plays a significant role for the sustainable functioning of the state as a
whole. They are also important for educational institutions, which in the conditions
of martial law must maintain clear rules to preserve the life and health of all
participants in the educational process. The purpose of the study of a safe educational
environment in educational institutions, the possibility of raising the awareness of
the participants of the educational process and forming a culture of safe behavior by
means of civil defense educational activities is extremely relevant in our time.
Creating a safe educational environment in educational institutions is a priority task,
which is necessary for implementation in all educational institutions of Ukraine,
because the realities of our time require educational institutions not only to provide
knowledge to students, but also to ensure their safety, teach them the culture of
behavior in emergency situations, caused by military actions. The acquired
knowledge will help not only the students of education, but all participants of the
educational process to preserve their own health and life. In our opinion, the best
option for mastering the skills of safe behavior in emergency situations is to hold
educational events, civil defense exercises, because it is by learning in conditions
close to real ones that we are able to better prepare for life challenges and emergency
situations that are possible during military operations. Important in this situation is
the activity of the administration of the educational institution and responsible
persons in matters of civil protection. They are the ones who must adapt the safe
educational space in the educational institution, conduct training on civil defense
issues for those seeking education, and monitor the functioning of civil defense
shelters, which are necessary for the operation of educational institutions in
conditions of martial law. Prospects for further research will lead to a more in-depth
study of this topic and the implementation of complex measures of a safe educational
space in educational institutions, and the study of the role of civil protection officials
in these measures.

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MEDIA EDUCATION IN THE CONTEXT OF TODAY'S

Abstract. Media education is an integral part of a person's lifelong learning,
an effective means of developing a creative, self-sufficient and critically thinking
person in the face of an avalanche of information. The authors have presented a
system of basic terms used in media education: media, media tool, media culture,
media literacy, media competence, etc. The terminological field of the research has
been presented by the authors in accordance with the Concept of Implementation of
Media Education in Ukraine and scientific research by foreign and national scholars,
since media education is a subject of interdisciplinary research. The authors have
emphasized that the term “media education” was first used at a joint meeting of the
UNESCO Information Sector and the International Council on Film and Television
in 1973. Media education provides knowledge of how to: analyze, critically
comprehend and create media texts; identify their sources, social, commercial,
cultural interests, and context; interpret media texts and the values that media
disseminate; select appropriate media to create and disseminate one's own media
texts and gain an audience interested in them; and gain free access to media for both
perception and production. Media literacy has been defined as a component of media
culture, which refers to the ability to use ICT, express oneself and communicate
through media, successfully acquire the necessary information, consciously perceive
and critically interpret information from various media, separate reality from its
virtual simulation, i.e. understand the reality constructed by media sources. The
importance of media literacy has been widely recognized worldwide, but in today's




context, progress varies by country or region and sometimes suffers from a lack of
funding and recognition.

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FORMATION OF PROFESSIONAL COMPETENCE OF A FUTURE
GEOGRAPHY TEACHER

Abstract. Modern higher pedagogical education is at the stage of transition to
a more flexible system of pedagogical education, which provides for equality, the
implementation of individual professional trajectories of development of future
teachers. The professional competence of a teacher can be understood as a set of
professional and personal qualities necessary for successful pedagogical activity.
Professional and pedagogical competence is based on the erudition, authority of the
teacher and allows productively solving educational and educational tasks aimed at
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forming the personality of another person. It includes a set of skills of a teacher as a
subject of pedagogical influence to structure scientific and practical knowledge in
order to more effectively solve pedagogical tasks.

The development of modern education requires the training of highly qualified
teachers who are able to provide high-quality teaching and education of students.
The formation of professional competence of a future geography teacher is one of
the key tasks of modern pedagogical education, since geography as a science has an
interdisciplinary nature and plays an important role in shaping the worldview of
young people. The professional competence of a future geography teacher is
understood as the integrative ability of a person, which ensures the readiness and
success of his/her implementation of geographical and pedagogical activities in a
general education school at a high level. The structure of professional and
pedagogical competence includes four components: epistemological, axiological,
praxeological, professional and personal.

The purpose of the article is a detailed analysis of approaches to the formation
of professional competence of future geography teachers, outlining the key
components of this competence and proposals for improving the training of
pedagogical personnel in the field of geography. The competency-based approach is
an effective means of forming the professionalism of a future geography teacher. It
orients students to practical activities, develops their creative and research abilities,
and also ensures readiness to use innovative technologies. Improving this approach
requires updating educational programs, introducing modern teaching methods, and
strengthening the links between pedagogical theory and practice.

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CURRENT ISSUES OF VOLUNTEERISM IN UKRAINE AND THE

Abstract. The war in Ukraine, which began in 2014 and escalated with
russia‘s full-scale invasion on February 24, 2022, has been a tragedy not only for
Ukrainians but also for the entire international community. The conflict has resulted
in massive human casualties, the destruction of infrastructure, and violations of
human rights. Many cities and towns have become battlegrounds, forcing millions
to flee their homes and become internally displaced persons (IDPs) or refugees.

Since 2014, volunteer activities in Ukraine have gained critical importance,
becoming one of the key factors in supporting both the state and civil society. In the
context of warfare and limited resources, volunteers provide essential aid, organize
fundraising initiatives and humanitarian shipments, and support IDPs, medical
workers, and soldiers. Their activities span a wide range: from frontline assistance
to psychological support and organizing educational programs for children and
adults. This is not only an expression of civic engagement but also a personal
contribution to our shared victory.

Ukrainian volunteers, including those within the academic community, often
face numerous challenges from both the state and society. These obstacles can
significantly affect the effectiveness of their activities, motivation, and the further
development of volunteering. Additionally, they influence the cultivation of a
culture of social responsibility among participants in the educational process.

Research into these challenges and the ways to develop volunteer activities
should be a priority for scholars, researchers, and society at large. The support and
collaboration of all participants in the volunteer movement are crucial for




safeguarding the lives, health, and well-being of military personnel and civilians,
fostering a culture of social responsibility in society, particularly among children
and youth, and increasing the proportion of people involved in volunteering.

CHILDREN IN THE CONTEXT OF MODERN SOCIAL POLICY IN
UKRAINE

Abstract. In the article, the authors reveal the general provisions of the
problem of social and legal protection, analyze the main types of services in the
system of social and legal protection, define the main tasks and professional
responsibilities of a social specialist in the social and legal protection of families
with children. The peculiarities of social and legal protection in Ukraine and abroad
are characterized, the legislative framework for ensuring social and legal protection
of families with children is analyzed.

The practice of social and legal protection of families with children in foreign
countries is outlined and the possibilities of its use in Ukraine are determined. The
authors also identify the prospects for implementing foreign experience of social and
legal protection of families with children in Ukraine. The relevance of our research
is due to the situation of children during the full-scale invasion, the situation of
different categories of families with children, the status that the family has received,
and the role that a family plays in the life of the state.

Social and legal protection, according to the authors, has
long ceased to be considered an internal affair of any particular state, and the degree
of human protection is an indicator of the civilization of a particular state and
testifies to the development of society.

Ukraine, which has chosen the course of European integration and the growth
of the welfare and living standards of its citizens, has proclaimed itself a democratic
state governed by the rule of law, which recognizes the priority of personal human
rights, freedom and dignity. Therefore, there 1s a need for the social policy of our
State, legislation, regulations and resolutions to be in line with international
standards.
